In pursuance of the announcement made by the Finance Minister in the Lok
Sabha on 24.03.2023, the Central Government has constituted a Committee being chaired by
the Finance Secretary. The composition and Terms of Reference of the Committee are as

Whether in the light of the existing framework and structure of the National Pension
System, as applicable to Government employees, any changes therein are warranted;

If so, to suggest such measures as are appropriate to modify the same with a view to
improving upon the pensionary benefits of Government employees covered under the
National Pension System, keeping in view the fiscal implications and impact on
overall budgetary space, so that fiscal prudence is maintained to protect the common
citizens.

The Committee has made considerable progress in its work but has not submitted its
final report.

Representations have been received from time to time to restore OPS. The same are
placed before the Committee constituted to review the pension system.

State Governments of Rajasthan, Chhatisgarh, Jharkhand, Punjab and Himachal
Pradesh have informed the Central Government/PFRDA about their decision to restart
Old Pension Scheme (OPS) for their State Government employees. However,
Government of Punjab continues to make contributions to the National Pension
System.
